2. Topic(s) of the session: Gender Development and introduction to gender dysphoria, gender transition
3. Aims and objectives of the session: 

Learning Objectives:

1). Distinguish between different aspects of gender, including gender expression, gender identity, and gender behaviors, and sexuality, including sexual orientation, sexual identity, and sexual behavior
2). Recognize the historical evolution of psychiatric diagnostic classification of gender and sexuality phenomena and how that impacts clinical care across disciplines
3). Construct a gender development timeline, including when children begin to understand sex differences and form their own gender identity
4). Describe gender dysphoria as it may occur in the peripubertal child
5). Identify common mental health comorbidities in individuals with gender dysphoria
6). Introduce the concept of gender transition, including the concept of a social transition and common medications used in transgender health

Reviewed old lecture materials from past 2-3 years, performed brief literature review to update content

5. How successful were you? If you have questions about what you were trying to do, what are they?
I feel that the lecture was successful overall and I was able to hit on all of the included learning objectives. The included information about medical transition could have been clearer based on questions I received after the lecture (which mainly asked for clarification of risks of puberty blockers). 
6. What went well in this session? Why? 

I think my pacing went well because I felt that the overall powerpoint was organized well and organized in order by learning objective which helped the overall flow of the lecture. I felt the students were engaged and they asked great questions as we went along. I felt comfortable giving the lecture, especially having a content expert and mentor, Dr. Janssen co-leading the lecture with me.
7. What problems did you experience? Why?

Some technical problems with sharing screen/slide deck at first
Some difficulties with delivery due to being nervous giving this presentation for the first time

Some difficulty w/ the amount of included detail for specific learning objectives as this was a very broad topic to try and distill down into one hour long lecture

I also didn’t have a good sense of the other lectures that might have been given around this topic in other modules so it was difficult to know if specific material was repeated

8. What did you learn from this experience that will help you in the future?

I learned how to design learning objectives and write MCQs which will definitely serve me well in the future. I also learned just how long it takes to make a new slide deck from scratch which will help me better gauge how long new lectures might take to put together in the future. 

9. What will you do to improve your next teaching session? 
I plan to incorporate interactive techniques to better engage my learners and assess my own teaching during the session. Practice more ahead of time to improve on smoothness of delivery.

10. If you were to grade your teaching, what grade (E, VG, G, NI, U - See section C) would you give yourself on this session? Explain it.
Good. I think I was able to keep my learners decently engaged but that this could have been improved by incorporating assessment activities during the lecture. I did feel that I did a good job covering the required information and in a more interactive/interesting way than just reading off slides (using interactive timelines, schematics/diagrams). Pacing was good and I felt my learning objectives accurately reflected the learners’ level and difficulty in the content of the lecture material.

11. Write below a narrative that synthesizes your progress as a teacher, commenting especially on areas where you most need improvement. Suggest actions you can take to improve.

I think one area of improvement is gauging how detailed the included information should be for an introductory lecture into gender development and gender transition – I could have broken up my lecture to fit into three separate hour long lectures and still had leftover material. It was challenging to figure out the correct balance of detail while not leaving out gaps of information. I think this came across in the questions I got after the lecture (regarding clarification on specifics of medical gender transition) since I tried to keep this surface level to stay within the time limits. One other challenge was just in delivery; I do think I was slightly nervous to be giving this lecture for the first time and this may have come across in the delivery at times. I think that could have been improved by practicing a few more times.
